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Green Revolution in India 
Dr Norman Borlaug had been invited by the FAO in 1960 to study 
the wheat production problems and potentials from Libya to India. 

In 1962 Prof MS Swaminathan invited Dr Borlaug to visit India. 

After the food crisis of 1965, Dr Borlaug, Prof Swaminathan and 
others initiated the Green Revolution with help of the Rockefeller 
and Ford Foundations. International Centers developed for Rice 
(1960, IRRI), Maize and Wheat (1966, CIMMYT) and Semi-Arid
